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Policy Manual 1996
At the May ‘96 Board Meeting held at the Snapper Inn, a

suggestion was made by Board of Governor Bill Manger. The suggestion was that a book, "Policy Book". should be kept where in all decisions regarding Club policy would be recorded for future reference. It was also decided that keeping and updating the book would he a responsibility of the Rear Commodore. A review of meeting minutes over the past ten years was then made by Corresponding Secretary, Joyce Gerard. Pertinent information regarding policy was extracted and presented to Commodore Pittman for review and approval for entry into the Policy Book. The review, approval and sub-mission for entry into the Policy Book was done at the July '96 Board Meeting.

As a preface to the actual notations of Board Policy, I

would like to include the Job Descriptions of all Board Members and Committee Chair People. As a base line and to eliminate confusion as to who does what, I feel adding this section to the Policy Book would be helpful especially when each new Board sits.

August 20, 1990:

Retiring of Sail Numbers

Rich Mourino asked the following questionsregarding sail numbers in an e-man dated March 28, 2012:

"When a sail number is issued to a member does it become that member's sail number for life even if they no longer own a boat? If the memberresigns or is no longer a member of the club is the number avaUable for someone efse?"

A sail number is issued to a member for as long as they own the boat with that sail number, or until such time that they are no longer a member in good standing in the SBCC. Once a saU number no longer meets the above criteria, then it becomes available for any new or existing member. Sail numbers 1 through 10 will not be issued to any members.

This issue also arose whenBob Van Tassel was Commodore. Donia Maxrequested that her sail no. 1 not be issued to any other boat. Dottie doesn't own a boat any longer with that sail number so Bob met with her and explained that her sail number would not beretired.

Past Policy: At the Board of Governors Meeting on February 27, 1997, Mrs. Perry, the widow of Jack Perry,requested the retiring of his sail number. The Board declined the request as there is no policy towards such requests.

Contribution to Charitable Sailing Organizations When an SBCC Member Passes

A request was made to put in the Masthead the passing of Bob Garven. The Commodore requested to be informed of any passing of members. Motion was made and passed re: a $100 donationto the Maritime Museum in memory of Bob. Board of Governors Meeting - August 25, 1997

More recently, within the past five years, the Board of Governors passed a motion to donate $25 to the Bay Shore YMCA Sailing Program whenever a SBCC member passed. This cannot be confirmed in any copy of the minutes, but the Commodore, Vice Commodore and Rear Commodore recall this being acted on. Since the Bay Shore YMCA no longer has a sailing program, we would like to establish apolicy, approved by the Board of Governors, to make a $25 donation to an organization that promotes and/or sailing on the Great SouthBay. Some suggestions are, but not limited to, Wet Pants Sailing Association, the Maritime Museum or the Coast Guard Foundation (to support family programs for Coast Guard members).

At the Octeber 28, 2013 Beard of Governers Meeting, the Board agreed that going forward the Club should donate one fixed amount each year, in the name of all members who pass away during the previous year, to a sailing feundation run out of Sayville Yacht Club that focuses en special needs children and their families.

Associate Membership

The Beard of Governors autherized the formation of a Vision Team, which met on September 20, 2012 and formulated a recommendatien which was presented to the Beard at the September 24, 2012 as follows:

Attendees: Roger Daisley, Joe & DJ Greco, Sue Montana, Ed Pshedesky, Mark Romaine

Mission: The Board requested the Vision Team te review and clan.fy the description of Associates and the qualifications to become an Associate.

Finding: We reviewed the SBCC By-Laws and found the wording to be accurate; hewever, we all interpret it more broadly than some others seem to. The By-Laws state in Chapter XIX Courtesies Extended - Associates "In order to enceurage the cempanionship of cur crew who race and cruise with us but do not own qualifying cruising Sal|beats cf their own" which we interpret to mean that an Associate may er may not own a pewer boat or a non-qualifying sailboat.

The Vision Team agreed that our Associates are a great addition tethe SBCC as:

' We actually make a small amount of money from their dues (out of income cf $67.50per Associate, we spend approx. $33./member incrementally on yearbooks, mailings, etc.)

' They add value to the Club

' Many Associates are petential full members

We don't see why it benefits the Club to exclude people. Each Associate is sponsered by two members; therefore, they would still be reviewed and approved by the Board. Asseciates cannot vote, become Board members, Chair Cemmittees, nor do they have any other Membership privileges.

We have some very active Associates whe are great assets to our Club but do not fit the stricter interpretation of Associates:

‘ Jean & Jerry Ho|well, who host a scheel supply rendezvous every year, attend many rendezvous and cruises, and have tewed seme sellers off of sand bars

' Jesse Eilbeck, who shucks clams for the Blast

' Lisa Donate|Ii who sings in the band

' Michael Simon, who provides Race Committee beats, and even hosted the BLAST one year at his home
Recommendations: The By-Laws should remain as they are. However, the Club should utilize the broadest interpretation of the definition to allow any sponsored interested party who does not own a qualifying cruising sailboat into the Club to be presented to the Board for approval as an Associate.

This was not formally voted on by the Board of Governors, but this will be the new Policy of the SBCC going forward.

Notice of the Deathof a Family Member

At the October 28, 2013 Board of Governors Meeting, it was voted and approved that the Board is authorized to notify the membership by e-mail of the death of a members spouse, child, or parent, but only if the member or an authorized designee of the member requests that the Board make such a notification.

The following policy was further refined and adopted to announce the passing of members through use of e-mail and The Masthead. Immediate family members, defined as parents, children and step-children, may have their passingbroadcast to the general membership with the permission of the members. The Fleet Chaplain or other member shall contact the family to determine whether or not they wish to have the notice broadcast to the general membership. if the family desires to have the membership notified, then an announcement with details will be sent to the Mailing Committee who will then send the e-mail to the general membership.

Distribution of GSBYRA Yearbooks

It was decided at the April 28, 2014 meeting that GSBYRA yearbooks will be included with new member packets.

Budget Change

At the May 27, 2014 meeting, the Board of Governors voted to change the budget line ‘Donations' to 'GSBYRA Scholarship Fund.'

At the June 30, 2014 meeting, the Board of Governors voted to affirm that the SBCC FaceBook page be for SBCC Members and Associates only.

SBCC Policies and Procedures –Budgeting and Reimbursement for Club Sponsored Events 2015
 

• The dynamics of the Club are ever changing and therefore policies are expected to evolve to insure that they meet the members' needs, uphold the Club's traditions and reputation, and encourage innovation.

 

• The Board of Governors shall decide from time to time in the budget process what is the most appropriate policy in regard to Club-sponsored events and reimbursement for member expenses, including Club-provided alcoholic beverages.

 

• During the budget planning process, committee chairpersons requesting funds should provide supporting details of the expenses they expect to incur.  After the budget is approved by the board, the chairpersons shall be responsible for managing their budgets and approving reimbursements consistent with Club policy.

 

• Any member seeking reimbursement shall apply to the appropriate committee chairperson, who shall decide, within that committee's budget, if reimbursement is approved.  If approved, the member seeking reimbursement shall submit paid receipts, which shall be provided to the Treasurer for disbursement of funds.

 

• There are times after the budget is finalized that an unplanned opportunity occurs for which funds have not been appropriated.  The opportunity must be presented prior to the event for the Commodore’s and the board’s approval with supporting documentation as to the nature of the opportunity and details of the expenses to be incurred.  This should include expenses for advertising, food and beverages, and trophies and awards. The board will then decide if this opportunity best meets the needs of its members.

 

• It has been standard practice that expenses incurred by members for regular rendezvous and regular weekly regatta races are not reimbursable.  However, reimbursement of expenses for Cruise and Regatta activities, including Club-provided alcoholic beverages, approved as part of the budget, and including invitational race after-parties hosted by the Club and rendezvous held jointly with other clubs, shall be reimbursable at the discretion of the committee chairperson.

 

• At the five major Club parties, the Club may supply beer and wine for members and their guests.

SBCC Cruise & Rendezvous Program

From yearbook 2017

Cruises

Early in the year, the Fleet Captain and the Cruise Committee put out an inquiry to the 

membership for opinions to work out tentative cruise itineraries. Plans for extended two-

week and three-week cruises off the bay are asked to be submitted to the membership. A 

One-Week Cruise Around the Bay has traditionally been held the week after the annual event 

called “The Blast.”

When a member(s) submits a plan for a cruise, that person(s) will act as Cruise Captain. The 

Cruise Captain will submit a draft itinerary of dates, ports of call, and activities to be published 

in the Masthead. A meeting date will be announced to present the cruise itinerary to the 

membership, usually in March. A final itinerary with dates, times, tides and activities will be 

given out to members who plan to sail on a cruise of their choice.

During a cruise, the itinerary may have to be adjusted due to weather. The Cruise Captain’s 

responsibility is to keep the fleet informed of daily plans and/or changes that may occur. It is 

also the responsibility of the captains participating on a cruise to advise the Cruise Captain if 

they plan to leave the cruise and go their own way.
The SBCC Rendezvous

The designated host boat should hoist the large burgee supplied by the Fleet Captain. 

Rendezvous usually begin around 1630 hours and last for about 2 hours. All hands are invited 

to attend. It is customary in the SBCC to bring your own drinks and to contribute to the snacks. 

Boat names should be on your bowls or platters and taken back to your boat. Pets should 

be left on their owner’s boat. It is the duty of the host boat’s captain to take a list of the boats 

that attend the rendezvous and stay the night until 6 AM the next morning. That list should be 

given to the Fleet Captain as soon as possible by e-mail.

Rendezvous are not normally cancelled due to inclement weather, but may be cancelled in the 

event that severe weather is forecast. It is up to the host and the Fleet Captain to make the 

decision. In the event the host captain is unable to attend their scheduled rendezvous, it is 

expected that the host captain will obtain a substitute host boat and captain for the event, and 

then notify the Fleet Captain. The designated location of the rendezvous is not to be altered 

without conferring first with the Fleet Captain.
Raft-Up Procedure

It has been tradition that no invitation is necessary to join a raft-up at a SBCC rendezvous, 

weather permitting, but please ask the host boat for permission to raft-up for the duration of 

the rendezvous. After the rendezvous, you should leave the raft and anchor nearby. While 

attending the rendezvous, please treat other boats as you would your own. 

Policy Clarification NGS 08/2020

___________________ 

By Laws: 

CHAPTER III, SECTION 7. Any member whose dues remain unpaid after April 1 shall be deemed not in good standing. Any member whose dues remain unpaid by December 31 shall have membership terminated and shall have no residual privileges of membership. 

NGS Policy Clarification Proposal: Privileges of membership shall be partially suspended for any member deemed not in good standing, per Ch III, Section 7 of the bylaws. NGS members will have a two month grace period (until June 1) where the receipt of SBCC email-only communications, email-only newsletters, and access to SBCC facebook page are allowed; all other club privileges are suspended as of April 1. If the member remains NGS as of June 1, all privileges of membership are fully suspended. 

The Membership Chair will retain the authority to use their discretion to evaluate each individual NGS membership case, and to make a recommendation to the board (i.e. claims of temporary hardship). 

Privileges of membership shall include all benefits of membership, including but not limited to the following: Scoring/ranking in SBCC races, receiving credit for RVs attended, attending Club cruises, receipt of SBCC news, emails, publications, and general correspondence (electronic and mail), receipt of SBCC mailings, invitations to parties, club functions, attending SBCC parties and functions, and access to the SBCC facebook page. 
Rejoining Membership 8/2020

More details are in the membership Job Description.

The current procedures are as follows:

-Members who have resigned in good standing (GS) status may re-apply using the procedure as a new member. The membership fee for rejoining are annual dues of $160 plus standard initiation fee of $70 for a total dues of $230. The initiation fee is to pay for the cost and mailing of the yearbook, burgee, etc.

-Members who have resigned in not good standing (NGS) status may re-apply using the procedure as a new member. The membership fee for rejoining are annual dues of $160 plus NGS initiation fee of one years dues, currently $160, for a total dues of $320.

-Note that the Membership Chair has the authority to propose exceptions to the above for Board approval on a case by case basis.

Also, the procedure for handling unpaid NGS members is currently being finalized by email Board vote. When completed, both this and the procedure for rejoining members will be added to the Membership job description manual and Policy book to eliminate any future confusion.
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
